Due to your end of year generosity, the Finance Committee felt comfortable using savings to fully pay
our 2008 apportionments to the Conference. My projected loss of $12,000 was reduced to $9800
leaving reserves of over $26,000. In light of the special needs of the church, | feel confident that the
Finance Committee will discuss the prudent use of these funds going forward.

Of all the funds collected this past year, almost $40,000 was for “Special Projects.” These include:
kitchen remodeling ($15,655.75), Mt. TOP ($13,134.61), Haiti School Office ($3560), the church well
($957.50), the parking lot ($2000), Heritage Tree ($600), Women of Dixboro ($1935.01), and the
School House/Scout Cabin ($1018). Though these efforts were self-supporting, strategies need to be
developed to secure the support of the ongoing expenses of our church.
